Checklist for Application to Modify/Discharge a Planning Agreement (Form MDA1)

Article 40A of the Planning (NI) Order 1991 provides that a planning agreement may be modified or discharged by making an application to the Department. An agreement can only be modified after the expiry of five years, beginning with the date the original agreement was entered into.


1. Have 4 copies of the form MDA1 been completed, signed and dated?

(1 original and 3 photocopies are acceptable)

2. Has the applicant/agent indicated clearly whether he wishes to modify or 

discharge the original agreement? (Only one of the boxes on form MDA1 should be ticked).

3. Has the applicant/agent given sufficient information to allow the Department to identify the existing agreement – i.e. location, reason for agreement, planning application to which the agreement was linked and the date on which the agreement was entered into etc?

4.   Part (a) should only be completed where the application relates to    

      modification of an agreement. If completed, have full details of the 

      modifications that are being applied for been detailed?         

      Part (b) must be completed. Has the applicant/agent stated clearly the 

      reasons why the applicant is applying for the modification or discharge

      of the agreement?        


5. Has the form been signed and dated?

6. Ensure that either Certificate A,B or C has been completed, signed and 

Dated.

      Plans/Drawings 

7. Have 4 copies of a site location plan, 1/2500 or 1/1250 scale, clearly 

identifying the land to which the original agreement relates, been 

submitted? (Any other land in the applicant’s ownership or control should be shown in blue, and if a public right of way exists within or adjoining the site, it should be shown in green.
8. Where other drawings/plans are submitted, have 4 copies of each been 

included in the submission?

9. Are the plans/drawings clear, and to scale showing measurements in 

Metric units i.e. metres and free from scale disclaimer? (If a floor plan or

elevation of a building is changing as a result of the proposal then we must have corresponding existing and proposed floor plans and elevations).
