OFMDFM provides resources 
to PAC and WAC and any new function, however small, proposed for these bodies 
would divert valuable Commissioner resources away from the Commissions' primary 
planning rem'it. We therefore need to be consulted at an early stage if any proposed 
policy has a role for PAC or WAC.
